The volume is structured in two main
sections, titled Collections and Access. The work presents
the evolution and significance of women’s collections in
libraries and archives within a fundamental framework,
tracing their development both as a product and as an
instrument of feminist thought and action.

T hiswork constitutes the book version of the special

The work situates the development of women’s collec-
tions within the broader framework of contemporary
feminism, tracing a trajectory that extends from the
early preservation initiatives launched by pioneering
activists, through phases of institutional expansion, to

Koleksiyonlar boliimiiniin ilk yazisi, Kongre Kiitiipha-
nesinde Kadin Calismalar1 alaninda referans kiitiipha-
necisi olarak goérev yapmis Sarah Pritchardin kaleme
aldig: “Library of Congress Resources for the Study of
Women” [Kadin Calismalar: icin Kongre Kiitiiphanesi
Kaynaklari] baghkli makaledir. Pritchard bu makalede
Kongre Kiitiiphanesini kadin ¢alismalar1 bakimindan
diinyanin en zengin ve ¢ok yonlii kurumlarindan biri
olarak ele alir. Kadinlarin yasamlarinin, ¢alismalarinin
ve temsillerinin kiitiiphanenin hemen her formatinda,
dilinde ve disiplininde izlenebilecegini gosterir.

Pritchard, kurumun tarihinden hareketle kadinlar yal-
nizca birer arastirma konusu ya da yazar olarak degil;
ayni zamanda kullanici, bagisc1 ve personel olarak da
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their present roles in fostering feminist consciousness
and advancing women’s studies.

Inthe Preface, editor Lee Ash draws attention to the histor-
ical moment at which ‘women’s collections’ emerged as a

legitimate and dynamic field within archival and biblio-
graphical studies. Lee Ash emphasises both the scholarly
rigour of the work and its activist intent, defining it as

part of a broader historical awareness which reassesses

the place of women in American society. In her introduc-
tory essay entitled Women'’s Collections Today’, Suzanne

Hildenbrand argues that feminism has been the princi-
pal driving force behind women'’s archives through its

bidirectional influence linking activism and academia.
She discusses the history of women'’s collections through

three principal tendencies or phases. During the preser-
vation period (19305-1940s), the initiative to establish the

World Center for Women'’s Archives, led by Rosika Schwim-
mer and Mary Ritter Beard, inspired the founding of the

Sophia Smith Collection (1942) and the Radcliffe College

Women'’s Rights Collection (1943), despite the initiative

itself ultimately failing. The subsequent period of growth

and development (1960s-1970s) was characterised by a

major expansion—from the Lesbian Herstory Archives

to Texas Woman's University—shaped by the influence

of second-wave feminism and accompanied by the emer-
gence of new bibliographical tools grounded in feminist
critiques of cataloguing practices. The phase of feminist
consciousness-building (in the 1970s-1980s) demonstrates

the activation of collections in producing education

and awareness through projects such as Women in the
Community and Women in Medicine. Ultimately, Hilden-
brand draws attention to deficiencies in representation

and to the necessity of sustaining feminist support.

Collections

The first article in the Collections section is ‘Library of
Congress Resources for the Study of Women', written by
Sarah Pritchard, who served as a Reference Specialist in
Women's Studies at the Library of Congress. In this arti-
cle, Pritchard presents the Library of Congress as one
of the richest and most multifaceted institutions in the
world for the study of women. She demonstrates that
the lives, work, and representations of women can be
traced across nearly every format, language, and disci-
pline within the Library’s holdings.

Drawing upon the history of the institution, Pritchard
renders women visible not only as subjects of research
or as authors, but also as users, donors, and members of
staff. From this perspective, the text draws attention to
a broad network of women, ranging from early visitors
such as Harriet Martineau to the librarian and suffra-
gist Anna Kelton Wiley, as well as philanthropic support-
ers including Elizabeth Sprague Coolidge, Gertrude

The article also reveals the diversity of women’s stud-
ies collections at the Library of Congress. The general
collections, official government publications, and peri-
odicals provide a broad resource base. The Rare Book
and Special Collections, in turn, house significant
archives such as the library of Susan B. Anthony and the
records of NAWSA [National American Woman Suffrage
Association]. Children’s literature collections offer rich
materials for examining the historical representations
of girls, while the international divisions provide an
extensive body of literature on women and feminism.
The Law Library likewise contains important resources
that enable the study of women's legal status across
different countries.

In the section entitled Archival Resources, attention
is drawn to the holdings of the Copyright Office, which
contain records relating to women authors, as well as
documents such as Maria Montessori's lecture notes. The
Manuscript Division likewise stands out as one of the
principal archival centres for American women’s history,
with collections relating to the suffrage movement, Black
women’s activism, reform movements, education, health,
and the arts. Pritchard also emphasises the significance
of non-book material formats, including microforms,
photographs, films, television materials, sound record-
ings, music, and maps. Through services such as exhibi-
tions, readings, concerts, folklore projects, computerised
cataloguing and the Women's Programme Office, the
Library of Congress is shown to offer a multidimensional
research resource for women'’s studies.

The second article in the book is entitled ‘Women for
Peace: The Schwimmer-Lloyd Collection of the New York
Public Library’, written by Suzanne Hildenbrand, who
served as a faculty member in the School of Information
and Library Studies, with contributions by Edyth Wynner.
The article introduces the Schwimmer-Lloyd Collection
at the New York Public Library as a unique archive for
the history of women'’s peace activism, feminism, and
internationalist politics from the late nineteenth century
to the mid-twentieth century. The collection, consist-
ing of the personal archives of the Hungarian feminist
Rosika Schwimmer and the American peace activist Lola
Maverick Lloyd, contains an extensive body of material
documenting the activities of these two women. Both
were among the founders of the Women's International
League for Peace and Freedom and helped to make visi-
ble the connections between the struggle for suffrage,
social reform, and anti-war politics.

The article summarises Schwimmer's career, tracing it
from her origins in Hungary through her work in jour-
nalism and the suffrage movement to the 1913 Budapest

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Congress, her role in peace organising alongside Jane
Addams, and the pressures she faced in the United States.
In parallel with this trajectory, the article recounts Lloyd'’s
transformation into a committed peace activist under
Schwimmer’s influence. It also examines Schwimmer’s
proposal for a “World Center for Women's Archives,” devel-
oped from her concern that war would destroy women'’s
documentary heritage, and considers the Schwimmer-
Lloyd Collection as a concrete reflection of this vision.
The scope of the collection—comprising approximately
518 linear metres of documents—is outlined, and, despite
its relatively limited use by researchers, its significance
for the study of women’s history, peace movements, and
internationalism is emphasised.

The third article in the book is entitled Towards Black
Feminism: The Creation of the Bethune Museum-Ar-
chives’, written by Bettye Collier-Thomas, who served as
Director of the Bethune Museum-Archives. The study
recounts the long and difficult process of establishing
the Mary McLeod Bethune Memorial Museum and the
National Archives for Black Women’s History, founded
within the ‘Council House' in Washington, D.C., which
was designated a National Historic Site in 1982. The
institution is founded upon Bethune's conviction that
the individual and collective achievements of Black
women must be systematically documented. This vision
was shaped through her leadership within the NACW
— National Association of Colored Women, her engage-
ment with Carter G. Woodson’s initiatives in Black histo-
riography, and her founding of the National Council
of Negro Women (NCNW). The article also examines
the brief collaboration between the NCNW and Mary
Beard’s World Center for Women's Archives (WCWA)
initiative; the activities of the WCWA Negro Women's
Committee, directed by Dorothy Porter; and the racial
and institutional tensions that prevented records relat-
ing to Black women from being fully incorporated into
early feminist archival initiatives.

After the dissolution of the WCWA, the NCNW sustained
Bethune's archival vision for nearly forty years through
its Archives Committee and the Museum-Archives Depart-
ment. With the contributions of Dorothy Porter and Sue
Bailey Thurman, a range of initiatives were undertaken,
including exhibitions, publishing activities (such as the
Aframerican Woman'’s Journal), visual history projects,
cultural heritage studies, and efforts to establish a
permanent archival centre. Despite persistent shortages
of funding and personnel, these initiatives contributed to
making the history of Black women accessible to wider
segments of society. The article demonstrates that, with
the opening of the Bethune Museum-Archives in 1979, a
rich collection was formed, comprising the extensive
organisational records of the NCNW, collections relat-
ing to the domestic service sector and fashion design,

personal archives belonging to figures such as Polly
Cowan, Susie Green, and Dovey Johnson Roundtree, as
well as numerous historical photographs, audio-visual
materials, and publications in Black women'’s studies. All
these materials represent the realisation of Bethune's
long-standing vision of establishing a national archive
dedicated to the history of Black women.

The fourth article, entitled ‘Exploring Women's Lives:
Historical and Contemporary Resources in the College
Archives and The Sophia Smith Collection at Smith
College’, is written by Mary-Elizabeth Murdock, who
served as Director of the College Archives and the Sophia
Smith Collection. Murdock examines the historical devel-
opment and scope of two important women’s history
archives at Smith College: the College Archives and the
Sophia Smith Collection. The College Archives, founded
upon the legacy of Sophia Smith, originated from the

“Historical Collection” created by alumna Nina Eliza
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Browne concerning Sophia Smith and campus life, and
became an official archival unit in 1940. Under the direc-
tion of Margaret Storrs Grierson, the archives expanded
to include official publications, administrative and
academic records, class files dating from 1879 onwards,
photographs, and materials relating to student organi-
sations, special programmes, and initiatives in women’s
education. Taken together, these documents reflect both
the intellectual heritage and the social development of
Smith College as a leading women'’s college.

The Sophia Smith Collection was established in 1942
under the title “Collection of Women's Writings” and
received its present name in 1946; it was transformed
by Grierson from a literature-centred structure into
a comprehensive archive documenting the intellec-
tual and social history of women. This transformation
was achieved through the collection of diverse sources,
including manuscripts, family archives, organisational
records, pamphlets, periodicals, visual materials, and
ephemera. Unlike the Schlesinger Library, the collection
did not restrict itself to materials relating solely to Amer-
ican women, but aimed to gather resources concerning
women at an international level. By the 1980s, it had
developed into a rich archive containing extensive
materials in fields such as education, professions, social
reform, peace movements, health, industry, science,
the arts, and sport and included the personal papers
of prominent women such as Clara Barton, Margaret
Sanger, and Dorothy Kenyon.

The article also examines access policies, reading room
services, conferences, exhibitions, symposia, publica-
tions, and digitisation initiatives, demonstrating how
these two archives operate. In this respect, it empha-
sises that the College Archives and the Sophia Smith
Collection have become increasingly rich and expansive

Bu tarihsel siirec, 19301arda
Mary Ritter Beardn onciiliikk ettigi ancak maddi ye-
tersizlikler nedeniyle kisa 6miirlii olan Kadin Arsivleri
Diinya Merkezi girisimine kadar uzanir. Her ne kadar bu
girisim kalic bir kurum haline gelemese de daha sonra
ortaya cikan kadin koleksiyonlarinin olusumuna zemin
hazirlamigtir. 1940'larda Smith Collegedaki Sophia Smith
Koleksiyonu ile Radcliffeteki Kadin Haklar: Koleksiyonu,
Beard'in vizyonu dogrultusunda bir araya getirilen bel-
geleri devralarak bu mirasi siirdiirmiistiir.

Jordan'in gorevleri sirasinda, Arthur M. Schlesinger ve
Mary Beard'in yonlendirmeleriyle bu kiiclik 6lcekli oy
hakk: arsivi, Amerikan kadinlarina dair kapsamh bir
arastirma kiitiiphanesine déniistiiriilmustiir. Sonraki
donemlerde direktorler ve damisma kurullar, kolek-
siyon politikalarin1 genisleterek; aile arsivleri, kadin
orgitleri, emek ve meslek tarihleri, siyaset, hukuk, din,
tip, toplumsal reform, egitim ve giindelik yasam gibi
alanlar1 da kapsayan bir yap1 olusturmustur. Makale,
slifrajist 6nciilerin belgeleri ile kadin 6rgiitlerinin ka-
yitlarinin yan sira hiikiimet, sendikalar, sosyal hizmet,
saglk, ireme haklar1 ve din alanlarina iliskin kaynakla-
rin olusturdugu genis materyal cesitliligine dikkat ceker.
Aile arsivleri ve giinliikler kadinlarin giindelik yasam
deneyimlerini goriiniir kilarken, Siyah Kadinlar So6zli
Tarih Projesi de daha 6nce yeterince belgelenmemis ya-
samlar: kayit altina alir. Kiitiiphane kitap, stireli yayin,
efemera, gorsel materyal ve yemek kiiltiirii koleksiyon-
lartyla birlikte tasnif ¢calismalari, mikrofilm, s6zlii tarih
ve burs projeleri gelistirerek 40. yilinda olgun bir kadin
tarihi merkezi haline gelmistir.

Texas Woman's Universityde (TWU) Kiitiiphaneler Di-
rektori olarak goérev yapmis Elizabeth Snapp'in kaleme
aldig1 “The Woman's Collection, The Texas Woman's
University Library” [Kadin Koleksiyonu, Teksas Kadin
Universitesi Kiitiiphanesi] baglikhi altinci makale, {ini-
versitedeki Kadin Koleksiyonunun ABDdeki en erken
ve iddial kadin merkezli arastirma koleksiyonlarindan
biri olarak nasil gelistigini anlatir. Universitenin kadin
yazarlara ve kadinlarin entelektiiel katkilarina yonelik
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resources for researching both past and contemporary
womenss lives.

The fifth article in the book, entitled ‘Forty Years
of Collecting on Women: The Arthur and Elizabeth
Schlesinger Library on the History of Women in Amer-
ica, Radcliffe College’, is written by Patricia Miller King,
who served as Director of the Arthur and Elizabeth
Schlesinger Library. King's article recounts the trans-
formation of the Arthur and Elizabeth Schlesinger
Library at Radcliffe College from a small initiative into
one of the leading institutions for women’s history in the
United States. This historical trajectory extends back to
the World Center for Women's Archives initiative led by
Mary Ritter Beard in the 1930s, which, although short-
lived due to financial constraints, laid the groundwork
for the formation of later women'’s collections. In the
1940s, the Sophia Smith Collection at Smith College and
the Women’s Rights Collection at Radcliffe continued
this legacy by incorporating documents assembled in
accordance with Beard’s vision.

At Radcliffe, the core of the library was formed by the
Women's Rights Collection of suffragist Maud Wood
Park, spanning from the seventeenth century to the
1940s. During the tenures of Ada Comstock and Wilbur K.
Jordan, and under the guidance of Arthur M. Schlesinger
and Mary Beard, this small suffrage archive was trans-
formed into a comprehensive research library on Amer-
ican women. In subsequent periods, directors and
advisory boards expanded the collection policies, estab-
lishing a structure that encompassed family archives,
women'’s organisations, labour and professional histo-
ries, politics, law, religion, medicine, social reform, educa-
tion, and daily life. The article draws attention to the
wide range of materials, including the papers of suffra-
gist pioneers and the records of women'’s organisations,
as well as sources relating to government, trade unions,
social services, health, reproductive rights, and religion.
While family archives and diaries make women's every-
day experiences visible, the Black Women’s Oral History
Project documents lives that had previously been insuf-
ficiently recorded. Through its collections of books, peri-
odicals, ephemera, visual materials, and culinary culture,
together with initiatives in cataloguing, microfilming,
oral history, and fellowship programmes, the library
had, by its fortieth anniversary, developed into a mature
centre for women'’s history.

The sixth article, entitled ‘The Woman's Collection, The
Texas Woman's University Library’, written by Elizabeth
Snapp, who served as Director of Libraries at Texas
Woman’s University (TWU), recounts how the Woman's
Collection at the university developed into one of the
earliest and most ambitious women-centred research
collections in the United States. Emerging from the
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ilgisinden dogan koleksiyon, 1932'de Mary S. Buffum ve
Baskan Louis H. Hubbard'in énciiliigiinde kurulmustur.
Baslangicta yalnizca altmis eserden olusan bu derme,
kisa siirede kadinlarin yasamlarini, basarilarini ve top-
lumsal kosullarini belgeleyen yiizlerce ciltlik bir kolek-
siyona ulasmistir. Koleksiyonun icerigi edebiyat, biyog-
rafi, egitim, emek, reform, ev kiiltiirii ve oy hakki gibi
genis bir alani kapsar.

Kurumun yoneticileri koleksiyonu profesyonellestire-
rek odagini Amerikan kadinlar tizerine yogunlastirmis;
el yazmalari, nadir kitaplar, siireli yayinlar, mikrofilmler
ve kadin o6rgiitii kayitlarimi saglayan kapsaml bir aras-
tirma merkezine déniistiirmiistiir. 1970ler ve 1980’lerde
0zel bir mekan, uzman personel ve artirilmis finansman
destegiyle koleksiyon daha da gii¢clenmistir. Bu dénem-
de Texas Women's History Project [Teksas Kadin Tarihi
Projesi] dosyalari, Hermine Tobolowskynin Teksas Esit
Haklar Degisikligi belgeleri, Claire Myers Owens'in mek-
tuplari ve siyasetten toplumsal reforma, sagliktan egiti-
me ve sanat alanina uzanan genis bir yelpazedeki arsiv
malzemeleri koleksiyona kazandirilmistir.

Giinlimiizde Woman's Collection, 24 binden fazla kitap,
2 350 siireli yayin cildi, nadir kitaplar, kapsaml bir mik-
rofilm koleksiyonu, Teksash ve Amerikali kadinlarin ta-
rihini belgeleyen el yazmasi arsivi icerir. Yaklasik 22 bin
mikrofilm TWU'yu kadin ¢aligmalar1 arastirmalarinda
onde gelen kurumlarla aym diizeye tasimaktadir. Uni-
versite yonetiminin, kadin akademisyenlerin ve eyalet
girisimlerinin destegiyle koleksiyon kadinlarin yasam-
larina, emegine, aktivizmine ve yaraticiigina iliskin bel-
gesel mirasi koruyan canli bir arastirma merkezi olarak
konumlanmaktadir.

tiiphanesinde Kadin Calismalar1 Koleksiyonlari] adli
calismadir. Yazar bu makalede, Waterloo Universite-
si Kiitiiphanesini Doris Lewis Nadir Kitap Odas1 ve
kadin tarihinin temel koleksiyonlarindan biri olan
Lady Aberdeen Library on the History of Women [Lady
Aberdeen Kadin Tarihi Kiitliphanesi] etrafinda gelis-
mis, Kanadanin en dinamik kadin tarihi merkezlerin-
den biri olarak tamimlar. 1960larin ortasinda Kanada
Ulusal Kadinlar Konseyinin yaptigl, kadinlar tarafin-
dan yazilmis ya da kadinlar hakkinda kaleme alinmis
yaklasik 2 bin kitaptan olusan bagis mevcut nadir
kitap ve arsivleri de kapsayan kapsaml bir koleksi-
yonun temelini olusturur.

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university’s interest in women writers and women’s
intellectual contributions, the collection was established
in 1932 under the leadership of Mary S. Buffum and
the university’s president, Louis H. Hubbard.. Initially
consisting of only sixty works, this collection soon
expanded to include hundreds of volumes documenting
women’s lives, achievements, and social conditions. The
collection encompasses a wide range of subjects, includ-
ing literature, biography, education, labour, reform,
domestic culture, and suffrage.

The institution’s administrators professionalised the
collection and concentrated its focus on American
women, transforming it into a comprehensive research
centre containing manuscripts, rare books, periodi-
cals, microfilms, and records of women’s organisations.
During the 1970s and 1980s, the collection was further
strengthened through the provision of a dedicated space,
specialised staff, and increased financial support. In
this period, the collection was enriched with materials
such as the files of the Texas Women'’s History Project,
the documents of Hermine Tobolowsky concerning the
Texas Equal Rights Amendment, the correspondence of
Claire Myers Owens, and a wide range of archival mate-
rials extending from politics and social reform to health,
education, and the arts.

Today, the Woman's Collection contains more than
24,000 books, 2,350 volumes of periodicals, rare books, an
extensive microfilm collection, and a manuscript archive
documenting the history of Texan and American women.
Approximately 22,000 microfilms place TWU on a par
with leading institutions in women'’s studies research.
With the support of the university administration,
women scholars, and state initiatives, the Collection is
positioned as a dynamic research centre preserving the
documentary heritage of women’s lives, labour, activism,
and creativity.

The seventh article, entitled Women’s Studies Collec-
tions in the University of Waterloo Library’, is written by
Susan Bellingham, who served Head of Special Collec-
tions at the University of Waterloo Library. In this article,
the author describes the University of Waterloo Library
as one of Canada’s most dynamic centres for women'’s
history, developed around the Doris Lewis Rare Book
Room and the Lady Aberdeen Library on the History of
Women, one of the foundational collections for the study
of women'’s history. A donation made in the mid-1960s by
the National Council of Women of Canada—comprising
approximately 2,000 books written by women or about
women—formed the basis of a comprehensive collec-
tion that also included existing rare books and archival
materials. This accumulation spanning four centuries
was strengthened through the contributions of women's
organisations, booksellers, government support, and

feminist gri literatiirii toplar; atdlyeler ve 6zel bibliyog-
rafyalar sunar. Calisma yasami alaninda Business and
Professional Women's Foundation [is ve Meslek Sahibi
Kadinlar Vakfi] biinyesindeki Marguerite Rawalt Re-
source Center [Marguerite Rawalt Kaynak Merkezi]
ile Catalyst Library and Audiovisual Center [Catalyst
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faculty initiatives, ultimately establishing Waterloo as a
national centre in the field.

The article notes that the development of the library’s
collections progressed in parallel with the emergence
of women’s studies: in the 1970s, the Canadian Newslet-
ter of Research on Women began to be published and
the Women’s Studies Programme started to take shape.
The library developed a wide-ranging collection that
includes sources on the status of women, education,
domestic life, and literary production, as well as mate-
rials on French women writers, suffrage literature, and
pioneering narratives, diaries, and biographies relating
to the lives of Canadian women. In addition, British
women'’s magazines, domestic manuals, special editions,
and dance collections constitute important sources that
allow women'’s cultural experiences to be examined from
different perspectives.

The strongest aspect of the Waterloo collections lies
in the fact that their archives were designed from the
outset with a women-centred perspective. The collection
includes the diaries and letters of Dr Elizabeth Smith
Shortt, documents relating to the legal struggle of the
five Canadian activists in the 1929 case known as the
‘Persons Case’, records concerning the Dorothea Palmer
case, as well as materials on women’s professions and
organisations and documents from the Royal Commis-
sion on the Status of Women. Completed with micro-
film sets and basic bibliographies, this body of material
establishes Waterloo as a significant reference point for
research on Canadian women'’s history.

The final article in this section is Suzanne Hildenbrand's
‘From Tradition to Trend: Small but Noteworthy Collec-
tions’. The article turns its attention not to large-scale
historical women’s archives, but to the small-scale collec-
tions that emerged from feminist initiatives beginning
in the 1970s. Unlike traditional archives that primar-
ily accumulate documents relating to the past, these
new-generation centres collect evidence aimed at trans-
forming existing laws, employment practices, educa-
tional policies, and social attitudes in fields such as
education, working life, politics, and sexuality. Although
many of them are modest in their physical scale, they are
intellectually and politically powerful in their impact on
social change.

In the field of education, the Center for the Study, Educa-
tion and Advancement of Women at UC Berkeley and the
OISE Women's Educational Resources Centre in Toronto
bring together campus-based research, counselling, and
activism. They collect books, periodicals, course syllabi,
children’s materials, and feminist grey literature, while
also providing workshops and specialised bibliographies.
In the sphere of working life, the Marguerite Rawalt
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Kiitiiphanesi ve Gérsel-Isitsel Merkezi] kadinlarin is-
tihdam deneyimlerine iligkin sirket dosyalari, hitkiimet
raporlar1 ve veri tabanlari saglayan ulusal bilgi merkez-
leri olarak iglev goriir; ayrica feminist sozliikler ve dizin
terimleri gelistirir.

National Clearinghouse on Marital Rape [Evlilik
Ici Tecaviiz Ulusal Bilgi Merkezi] ise yiiriittiigii yasa re-
formunu desteklemek amaciyla hukuk davalari, taniklik-
lar, medya yansimalari ve mektuplar biriktirir. Bir apart-
man dairesinde kolektif bir cabayla yiiriitiilen Lesbian
Herstory Archives [Lezbiyen Herstory Arsivleri] posterler,
kitaplar, mektuplar, giinliikler ve popiiler efemera tiiriin-
deki materyalleri bir araya getirir. Bu arsiv, hem erisebilir
ve kullanilabilir bir lezbiyen hafiza olusturmay: hem de
yasayan bir topluluk bilinci insa etmeyi amaclar.

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Resource Center within the Business and Professional
Women's Foundation and the Catalyst Library and Audio-
visual Center function as national information centres
that provide corporate files, government reports, and
databases relating to women'’s employment experiences.
They also develop feminist dictionaries and index terms.

Smaller collections in the fields of politics and sexuality
are also influential. The Center for the American Woman
and Politics at Rutgers serves as an important refer-
ence resource on women in public office. The National
Clearinghouse on Marital Rape, in turn, gathers legal
cases, testimonies, media coverage, and correspondence
in order to support its campaign for legal reform. The
Lesbian Herstory Archives, operated through a collective
effort in an apartment, brings together materials such
as posters, books, letters, diaries, and items of popular
ephemera. This archive aims both to create an accessi-
ble and usable lesbian memory and to construct a living
sense of community.

These small yet significant collections represent the tran-
sition from the preservation of a past in which women
were excluded from processes of documentation to the
simultaneous recording of ongoing feminist struggles.

Access

The first article under the heading Access is entitled
‘Feminist Library Services: The Women’s Studies Librar-
ian-at-Large, University of Wisconsin System’, written by
Susan E. Searing, who served in this role at the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin. The article introduces the innovative
Women's Studies Librarian-at-Large model developed by
the University of Wisconsin System to support women'’s
studies and compares this model with the approach of
establishing independent women’s studies collections.
The article discusses the growing library needs during
a period in which women’s studies was rapidly develop-
ing and feminist publishing was expanding from small
presses to journals produced by the feminist movement
and to academic periodicals. These needs are examined
through two strategies: separate collections and system-
wide bibliographic services.

While assessing the strengths of special collections—
such as their visibility and ease of access—the author
also addresses their limitations, including high costs,
acquisition policies, and the risk that women’s studies
materials may become separated from general collec-
tions. In this context, the Wisconsin model is presented
as an original and sustainable alternative, implemented
in 1977 through the collaboration of faculty members,
librarians, and administrators across the state, with the
aim of strengthening women'’s studies on all campuses.

Kurumun hizmetleri,
eyalet genelindeki 6gretim {iyelerine, 6grencilere, kii-
tiiphanecilere ve arastirmacilara destek saglayarak ko-
leksiyon gelistirme, miifredat biitiinlestirme ve kadin
calismalar1 arastirmalarimi kolaylastirir. Sonug olarak
makale, Librarian-at-Large modelinin kadin calismala-
rinin degisen ihtiyaglarina esnek ve is birlige dayal bir
yanit sundugunu; fiziksel bir koleksiyon olusturmaya
gerek duymadan 6gretim ve arastirmay: gii¢lendiren
merkezi bir iletisim noktasi olarak isledigini savunur.

Ellen Gay Detlefsen'in makalesi; kadinlar
icin, kadinlar tarafindan ve kadinlar hakkinda bilgiye eri-
simde karsilasilan zorluklar: bes ana baslik altinda ince-
ler. i1k olarak, kadinlar hakkinda yazilmis materyaller ile
feminist ya da kadin ¢alismalar1 kapsaminda iiretilmis
materyaller arasindaki ayrimi vurgular. Yazar, kadinlar
hakkindaki ¢ok sayida metnin geleneksel erkek odakh
bakis acisini yeniden {irettigini, oysa feminist calismala-
rin esitlik ve ayrimcilikla miicadele perspektifi edindigi-
ni belirtir. Elizabeth Futasnin bibliyometrik bulgularina
dayanarak, kadin ¢calismalari literatiiriiniin dergi agirlik-

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The article traces the development of the office during
the tenures of Esther Stineman, Linda Parker, and Susan
Searing, highlighting achievements such as the crea-
tion of union catalogues, the acquisition of primary
sources in microfilm format, the preparation of key
bibliographies, extensive publication programmes,
bibliographic instruction, and national leadership in
the field of feminist librarianship. The institution’s
services support faculty members, students, librarians,
and researchers across the state, facilitating collection
development, curricular integration, and research in
women’s studies. In conclusion, the article argues that
the Librarian-at-Large model provides a flexible and
collaborative response to the evolving needs of women'’s
studies and functions as a central point of coordination
that strengthens teaching and research without requir-
ing the establishment of a separate physical collection.

The second article, entitled ‘Issues of Access to Informa-
tion About Womern', is written by Ellen Gay Detlefsen, who
served as a scholar in Library and Information Science
and Women’s Studies at the University of Pittsburgh.
Detlefsen’s article examines the difficulties encountered
in accessing information about women—information
for women, by women, and about women—under five
principal headings. First, she emphasises the distinc-
tion between materials written ‘about women' and
those produced within the framework of feminist or
women’s studies. The author notes that a considerable
number of texts about women reproduce the traditional
male-centred perspective, whereas feminist scholarship
is grounded in a perspective concerned with equality and
the struggle against discrimination. Drawing on the bibli-
ometric findings of Elizabeth Futas, she demonstrates
that the literature of women'’s studies is largely jour-
nal-based, interdisciplinary, and well suited to comput-
er-assisted searching; however, because it is dispersed
across many fields, access to it becomes more difficult.

The article draws attention to the necessity of interdis-
ciplinary search strategies, emphasising that even a
single topic may require the use of multiple databases.
It demonstrates that changing terminology, sexist or
incomplete indexes, ambiguous subject headings, and
complex patterns of abbreviations weaken access to
information. The author also notes that feminist and
women'’s studies journals are insufficiently indexed in
major abstracting and indexing tools; many of these
journals are only partially covered and are not available
in computer-searchable database formats.

The final section addresses initiatives aimed at improv-
ing computer-assisted access to information about
women and the possibilities for networking: special-
ised databases (such as Catalyst Resources for Women),
experimental indexing and thesaurus projects, guides,

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professional networks, and special collections seeking
to establish automated systems. Nevertheless, despite
these efforts, the article concludes that access to infor-
mation about women remains a challenging process;
it requires the combined and intensive use of printed
sources, online files, and communication with specialists.

The final article of the section, entitled ‘Best Refer-
ence Works for the Study of Minority and Third World
Women', is written by Beth Stafford, who served as
Women's Studies/Women in International Development
Studies Librarian. The article evaluates the most signif-
icant reference works used in research on minority and
Third World women, emphasising the global and multi-
cultural scope of women’s studies. Drawing primarily
on English-language monographs, offprints, and exten-
sive bibliographies, it highlights key sources concern-
ing African American, Native American, Latina, Asian
American, Jewish, and Muslim women, as well as women
in the context of international development and across
various regions of the world.

Within the United States context, the article introduces
the classic works of Black women’s studies and Black
feminism, comprehensive bibliographies and biograph-
ical compilations on African American women, analyt-
ical bibliographies on Native American women, and
complementary bibliographies and special journal
issues concerning Chicana/Latina and Asian American
women. It also includes key reference guides on Jewish
women and on women in the Muslim world.

At theinternational level, the article examines annotated
bibliographies and guides prepared on women in inter-
national development; women in Tanzania and Sub-Sa-
haran Africa; the Arab world; South Asia; China, Korea,
and Japan; Southeast Asia; and Spanish-speaking Latin
America. The thematic scope of these sources, their
linguistic content, and the ways in which they address
historical and contemporary periods are evaluated.

The final section presents general reference tools that
are critical for research: bibliographies of women's
bibliographies, key bibliographies in women’s studies, a
national guide to women’s history archives and manu-
script collections, and annual review studies on women
in the United States. The article concludes with an index
directing readers to leading women’s collections and
archives in North America and other regions.

In conclusion, the book presents a comprehensive
account of the historical development of women'’s collec-
tions, their institutional diversity, and their role in the
production of feminist knowledge. Through examples
drawn from different countries and institutions, it
demonstrates how women’s historical experiences have

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been documented and preserved. The articles show that
women'’s collections are situated along a broad contin-
uum extending from early preservation initiatives to
contemporary efforts at feminist consciousness-build-
ing. It is emphasised that different types of institutions—
from major research libraries to university archives,
from independent community initiatives to thematic
centres—perform complementary functions for the
study of women’s history. The scope of these collections
reflects, in multidimensional ways, women’s lives, profes-
sions, activism, cultural production, and institutional
contributions. The texts also point to persistent gaps in
representation and, in particular, to the continuing need
to generate sources relating to minority women.

Feminist librarianship and access models are addressed
as innovative approaches that respond to the institu-
tional needs of women’s studies. Structural barriers to
accessing information about women, problems of index-
ing, and the dispersed nature of the literature continue
to constitute significant challenges. Bibliographies
developed for international and multicultural women’s
studies, in turn, make visible the essential reference tools
required for research. Overall, the book demonstrates
that women'’s collections not only preserve historical
heritage but also function as dynamic structures that
support feminist research, teaching, and social aware-
ness. Within this framework, the work stands out as one
of the early and foundational sources evaluating the
institutional infrastructure of women’s studies.
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
